Description of the physiological problem, question, or process.

Background and very brief historical context.

Relevant research findings.

System- or organism-level importance.

Conclusions and future research directions.

Your handout (ideally in outline format) should allow fellow students to walk away from your presentation with an organized ‘cheat sheet’ related to the physiology presented, your synthesized findings, conclusions, and a couple of key references that could be consulted for further information.  Key illustrations or figures may be helpful here.  Limit your handout to one 8.5 x 11 in. piece paper (you can use both sides if you wish).

Helpful hints:

Prepare your presentation in advance and practice it.  This will allow you to figure out places where you need to work on your wording, or include more or less detail.  Working on your presentation early and often will lead to a much higher quality product.
